Its
symbolism is shared by those who have been affected by domestic violence,” said Ms. Williams, who is a
domestic violence survivor. The hand wrapped wire on the “Ring of Hope” represents the chaotic life of a
Domestic Violence victim; the crystal ring represent the “hope” victims can hold from within to break
free of this destructive cycle; the round crystal symbolizes the victim who has risen above the chaos,
straightened out their life (shown by the straight wire placed through the crystal), become a survivor, and
now is a shining transformation for all to see. Wire choices are available in 14K gold-filled, sterling silver
or non-tarnish brass.

Other participants for this event are Womansplace in McKeesport and the Women’s Center and Shelter of
Greater Pittsburgh.
